Understanding eCredits and How to Use Them

that function as electronic vouchers for future travel. eCredits appear in your Southwest
account and show the remaining value after any cancellation fees. §,+1/844/565/1867 Use
eCredits by logging into your account and selecting the eCredit as payment when booking
new flights. §,+1/844/565/1867 eCredits expire one year from the original ticket issue date,
not from the cancellation date. & +1/844/565/1867 You can combine eCredits with other
payment methods if the new ticket costs more than the credit amount. §,+1/844/565/1867 If
your new ticket costs less than the eCredit, the remaining balance stays as eCredit for future

Cancellation Due to Southwest Schedule Changes

additional cancellation options beyond standard policy. Schedule changes exceeding certain
time thresholds allow full refunds even on non-refundable tickets. {,+1/844/565/1867
Southwest typically considers changes over 90 minutes as significant, though policies may

Award Ticket Cancellation and Redeposit Fees

redeposit fees when canceling award tickets outside the 24-hour risk-free window.

R, +1/844/565/1867 Medallion elite members may receive reduced or waived redeposit fees
based on status level. §,+1/844/565/1867 Award ticket cancellations must be completed
before flight departure to recover miles. {,+1/844/565/1867 No-show on award tickets may
result in forfeited miles with no option to recover them. &, +1/844/565/1867 Redeposited
miles return to your account typically within 24 to 48 hours after cancellation.
